As set out in paragraphs 69 and 87 of the Basel III text issued by the Basel Committee (December 2010), DTAs that rely on future profitability of

the bank to be realized are to be deducted, whereas DTAs which relate to temporary differences  may be given limited recognition in CET1 capital

(and hence be excluded from deduction from CET1 capital up to the specified threshold).  In Hong Kong, an AI is required to deduct all DTAs in

full, irrespective of their origin, from CET1 capital.
