As set out in paragraph 87 of the Basel III text issued by the Basel Committee (December 2010), mortgage servicing rights (MSRs) may be given

limited recognition in CET1 capital (and hence be excluded from deduction from CET1 capital up to the specified threshold). In Hong Kong, an Al is
g|required to follow the accounting treatment of including MSRs as part of intangible assets reported in the AT's financial statements and to deduct MSRs
in full from CET]1 capital. Therefore, the amount to be deducted as reported in row 9 may be greater than that required under Basel IIl. The amount
