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A. Introduction
Purpose
The information contained in this document is for ORIX Asia Limited (“the Company”) to comply

with the Banking (Disclosure) Rules.

Principal activities

The Company primarily provides lease financing and instalment loans to industrial, commercial and
personal customers. It also engages in debt and equity investment activities.

The Company is registered as a restricted licence bank under the Hong Kong Banking Ordinance
and is an approved seller/servicer of HKMC Insurance Limited, a wholly-subsidiary of the Hong

Kong Mortgage Corporation Limited.

Basis of preparation

The Company has adopted the "basic approach” for the calculation of the risk-weighted assets for
credit risk, “Standardised approach for counterparty credit risk” for the calculation of counterparty
credit risk and "basic indicator approach” for the calculation of operational risk.

During the year ended 31 March 2024 and for the six month ended 30 September 2024, market risk
arising from the Company’s trading book was minimal. The Company has been granted exemption
by the HKMA as it can fulfil the exemption criteria set out in sections 22(1)(a) and (b) of the Banking

(Capital) Rules. Hence, the Company was exempted from the calculation of market risk.
